With up to $2.9 million remaining in funding, the WCCMHB is calling for innovative and transformative proposals that 
focus on three areas of capital improvement: Human Capital, Social Capital, and Physical Capital. This funding 
opportunity aligns with WCCMHB’s mission to address emerging community needs and support collaborations around 
critical mental health and substance abuse service projects.

WCCMHB receives funding through a half-cent sales tax which was 
approved by Winnebago County residents in March 2020. This sales tax generates approximately $18 million annually 
for mental health and substance use services across the county. WCCMHB positively impacts the Winnebago County 
community by increasing access to local services by providing support and funding to organizations, non-profits, and 
government agencies that offer mental health and substance use services. This allows Winnebago County residents to 
live and recover in the community.
